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Wiggle It Jiggleit Puts Perfect Record
On Line In NA Cup Elims

With a perfect nine-for-nine record this year that brought
his career undefeated streak to 10, Wiggle It Jiggleit is
solidly in first in the most recentTop 10 poll conducted by
Harness Racing Communications.

His 2015 skein includes wins in the Buddy Gilmour Series
final and Simpson at the Meadowlands, as well as a $75,000
Indiana Sires Stakes final at Hoosier Park on May 30, which
earned him his biggest payday to
date as he bulked up his bankroll to
$142,242 for owner George Teague
Jr. He also won a May 11 overnight at
Harrington Raceway in 1:49, the
fastest mile ever by a 3-year-old
pacer on a half-mile track.

AlthoughTeague has had nothing
but praise for Wiggle It Jiggleit, the 3-
year-old gelded son of Mr. Wiggles
will face arguably his sternest test
when he lines up behind the gate
Saturday night at Mohawk Racetrack
in the first of three eliminations for
the $1 million Pepsi North America
Cup on June 20.Teague's son, Mon-
trell, will again be in the sulky, start-
ing from post 5 and sandwiched
between Hurrikane Ali, whose three
wins in four starts this year include a
pair of New Jersey Sires Stakes, andYankee Bounty, who
captured last year's Pennsylvania Sires Stakes championship.

Teague is no stranger to the North America Cup, having won
the 2006 renewal with Total Truth. While he trained Total Truth,
he has turned the conditioning responsibilities for Wiggle It
Jiggleit over to longtime assistant Clyde Francis. Francis also
worked with the gelding’s dam, Mozzi Hanover.

“l think we tried a big one last start as that was a pretty good
horse we ran up against in Freaky Feet Pete,” Teague answered
when asked about Wiggle It Jiggleit’s competition thus far in
2015. “And remember, the first time we took him to the Mead-
owlands he raced against some decent horses that were 4 and
5 year olds, coming first-over into a back half of :53.4.

Teague said Wiggle It Jiggleit's efforts solidify his confi-
dence in the gelding.

“l don’t think he’s done anything to sway my confidence,”
said Teague. “l am still very impressed every time he hits
the racetrack. He's trained very well and come out of his
races very well, so I'm very happy with his season so far.”

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Teague says he finds it hard to compare Total Truth and
Wiggle It Jiggleit.

“Two different horses and different generations,” he said.
“Total Truth was at a point in my career where | was really
excited about it, but no comparison to the feeling | get from
this one here and the confidence | have in him.Total Truth
needed a trip because he couldn’t get to the lead early, oth-
erwise he wouldn’t fight as hard. Position was so crucial
with him. He got a real good trip in the final.

“I think this horse is much stronger and more talented. Be-
lieve it or not, this horse is much better off the pace. When |
train him, | always keep him off the pace to keep his head in
the game and not let him take off.”

Teague also trained the 2003 Horse of the Year Rainbow Blue,
and while he may privately believe Wiggle It Jiggleit is better
than his filly counterpart, he is hard-pressed to admit so publicly.

“l don’t want to brag him up too much, but he’s one of the
few horses I've ever gotten this excited about,” said Teague.
“l don’t want to get cocky about any of them, but he’s a hard
horse not to get cocky about. | have never trained a horse
like him.The ability he's got is like nothing I've ever had.”

Teague said he was glad Wiggle It Jiggleit drew away from
arguably two top contenders in Artspeak and InThe Arsenal.

“All three horses drawing away from each, it couldn’t have
been better for the three of us,” said Teague.

While Teague plans to be at Mohawk for the NA Cup final if
his pacer advances, because he is training a much smaller
stable than he did just a few years ago, he is also consider-
ing making the 10-hour drive to Mohawk this weekend. He
said he won't give Montrell much pre-race advice.

“All I will tell him is good luck, and hopefully we will win it
because you get to pick your post for the final,” said Teague.
“It's a crucial thing that we pull off a win and get the chance
to pick our post.” — By Gordon Waterstone

Split The House Making First Stakes
Appearance In NA Cup Elim

There are two undefeated horses competing in the elimi-
nations for the Pepsi North America Cup.The one horse
most likely to come to mind is Wiggle It Jiggleit, the unex-
pected sensation of the 2015 three-year-old male pacing di-
vision. But there is a second, a colt named SplitThe House.

SplitThe House will also be making the NA Cup elimina-
tion his first-ever stakes appearance. The colt by Rocknroll
Hanover out of the stakes-winning Camluck mare Shake
That Junk was training well as a 2 year old when he suf-
fered a setback.

“He cracked a hind pastern,” said James “Friday” Dean,
who trains SplitThe House and owns the colt in partnership
with Scott Horner and Peter Milligan. “We had him down to
2:02 in his training but about the middle of June, when we
were about ready to race, the injury occurred.”

After surgery, SplitThe House's recovery began with four

months of stall rest. Continues on page 3)»)
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“We brought him to Florida for winter training and he was
very good, and Ron Waples qualified him for us at Southern
Oaks,” said Dean.

SplitThe House made his first career start on May 11 at Mo-
hawk, this time with Randy Waples in the sulky, and cruised to
an easy victory from post 7. He
followed that up with three
more victories in overnight com-
pany and showed the speed
needed for the NA Cup when he
won in June 6 in 1:50.2.

“His lack of experience could
hurt him with these other
horses, but I'll say that he’s stepped up in every race,”
added Dean. “Last week he was first-up and had to do the
work and he was very good finishing.”

Waples drove Traceur Hanover in a Somebeachsomewhere
division the same night, with that colt finishing fourth in his
first start of the season. Both SplitThe House and Traceur
Hanover drew into the second NA Cup elim (Race 8) and
Waples elected to stick with SplitThe House.

“I'm glad Randy stuck with him because of this horse’s in-
experience,” noted Dean. “We're in tough with Artspeak in
the race, and there are others.”

As for the colt’'s name, Dean explained that owner Milligan
and his wife are avid fans of the sport of curling and thus the
change from the name of Current Course.— By Kathy Parker

For NA Cup Elims

TrainerTony Alagna could have fared better at the draw for
Saturday night’s eliminations for the Pepsi North America
Cup and Fan Hanover at Mohawk Racetrack, but the primary
goal is to qualify and advance to the June 20 finals.

Alagna will start the 3-year-old colt pacer Artspeak from
post 7 in the last of three NA Cup elims, with Bedroom-
confessions starting from post 9 in the first of two Fan
Hanover splits for sophomore filly pacers. Scott Zeron
will drive both.

Artspeak was three-for-three last
year at Mohawk, scoring in a Nas-
sagaweya division and capturing
his Metro elim and then the
$613,400 final in a season-best
1:50.2. Capping off his freshman
year with a win in the $565,000
Governor’s Cup at Woodbine, Arts-
peak was voted divisional honors in
both the U.S. and Canada.

“He's been very good so far, but it's only the start,” said
Myron Bell, racing manager for Brittany Farms, which was
a co-breeder and a co-owner with Marvin Katz, Joe
Sbrocco and InThe Gym Partners. “We don’t try to hurt 2
year olds; we don’t race them 32 times and then say why
didn’t they come back good? We adhere to the policy that
one race less is better than one race more. He had 10
starts and eight wins, and we skipped a major race (Breed-
ers Crown) at the end of the year so he had an extra
month of ‘Doctor Green.”
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Artspeak had some gait issues as 2014 came to the finish
line and he showed similar problems in his first qualifier on
April 25. Bell said while physical issues came into play, so
did some equipment tinkering by Alagna.

“He was basically underdeveloped in his stifles, like a lot
of colts are, and they get better at three,” said Bell. “It
wasn’t a lameness issue, it was an immature issue. Now
that he's three it hasn’t bothered him at all.

“The reasons he made the breaks was thatTony length-
ened his hobbles.

Thirteen 3-year-old male trotters will line up behind the
gate Friday night at Mohawk Racetrack in a pair of elimina-
tions for the $233,000 Goodtimes final, scheduled for Satur-
day, June 20. Last year’s race was won by the Jimmy
Takter-trained and driven Trixton, who went on to win the
Hambletonian at the Meadowlands seven weeks later.

Takter brings a formidable threesome into this year’s
Goodtimes, with Canepa Hanover the strong 2-5 morning-
line choice in the first elim (Race 2) and French Laundry and
The Bank, respectively, the 3-5 and 7-2 favorites in the sec-
ond elim (Race 9).

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Foiled Again Makes 7th Battle Start

It's time for the Battle of Lake Erie, which means it is time for
Foiled Again to make his annual trip to Ohio’s Northfield Park.
The 11-year-old pacer is among the eight horses in Friday’s
$175,000 Battle of Lake Erie, marking his seventh appearance
in the race. Foiled Again won the Battle in 2011 and 2009, fin-

ished second in 2012 and was third in both 2014 and 2010.

He drew post 5 with driver Matt Kakaley and is 4-1 on the
morning line. Molson Pace champion State Treasurer, with
David Miller listed to drive for trainer lan Moore, is the 5-2 fa-
vorite from post 7 while Luck
Be Withyou, with Ronnie
Wrenn Jr. driving for Chris
Oakes, got post 3 and is 7-2.

Foiled Again, the richest
horse in harness racing his-
tory, with $6.92 million in ca-
reer purse earnings, enters
this year’s Battle—which fea-
tures the largest purse in the
30-year history of the event—
off a seven-week layoff be-
cause of minor throat surgery for an entrapped epiglottis. But
trainer Ron Burke believes the gelding is ready for action.

“(The surgery) went very well,” Burke said. “Everything has
been positive since then; we've had no issues. It’s all good””

Foiled Again is winless in four starts this year, with one
second-place finish and a third, both in the Levy Pacing Se-
ries in March atYonkers Raceway. For his career, the son of
Dragon Again-In A Safe Place has won 83 of 228 races and
finished among the top three 173 times. He is owned by
Burke Racing, Weaver Bruscemi LLC and JJK Stables.

“He seems like himself,” Burke said. “Everybody was on
the retirement bandwagon again, but we're not retiring him
because he had a bad month. He seems happy and every-
thing seems good. He's ready”

Foiled Again prepped for the Battle of Lake Erie with two
qualifiers at the Meadowlands Racetrack. He won both in
1:51, pacing the final quarter in :26 in the first and in :27.2 in
the most recent on June 6. In the second, he paced his final
three-quarters in 1:22.2 and his last quarter was only one-
fifth of a second off the fastest of the day. (HRC)

Pierce Hoping To Be Back
In Sulky In Early July

With his 59th birthday on June 23, Hall of Fame driver Ron
Pierce expects to be feeling better than ever. Perhaps not
like a young man in his 20s, but Pierce said that for years he
had been working while in pain and finally had to address
his ailments with surgery.

Pierce underwent three surgeries in March and said he’s fi-
nally regaining his strength and hoping for an early July re-
turn to the race sulky. He jogged a horse on Wednesday
morning, June 10.

“I'm working on physical therapy and | have a doctor’s ap-
pointment coming up and I'm hoping to be driving a horse
by July 1,” said Pierce.

“Since the 1980s, since | was in an accident in California,
my neck had given me problems,” Pierce began when asked
about his physical ailments. “It turned out | had a bone spur
that developed. My back had been bothering me for quite a
while, but I just thought it was from being in the bike so
much. But | literally got to the point that | couldn’t work.”

Somehow Pierce managed to drive in 503 races in January,
February and the first week in March and posted a strong
UDR of .327, with $924,895 in purses. His last drive was
March 7 at the Meadowlands.

Pierce said his surgeon im-
proved his back by using a
laser to “clean up between the
vertebrae and take care of
chipped areas and bone spurs”

He said his back surgery and
the first of two neck surgeries
were bearable, but his second
neck surgery was tough.

“Everything hurt after that
surgery,” said Pierce. “I
couldn’t sleep. | couldn’t do
much of anything without
being uncomfortable. But my o
wife (Therese) was a great nurse. She made sure | did
everything right and was always there for me.”

Pierce naturally can’t recall the last time he wasn’t driving
in the spring, but said he had limited options for activities
during his time off to recuperate.

“Other than some physical therapy, they didn’t want me to
do anything. So I've been running errands; | swim some;
I've been out to the farms; and I've been fishing some,” he
revealed. “Before | get back to work, I'm going trout fishing
up in the Allegheny National Forest.”

Pierce said folks who talk to him might notice that his
voice has changed slightly since his surgeries.

“To get to the back of my neck, they had to go through
my windpipe. | couldn’t eat any solid food for a week or
so, and my voice is a little different now,” he ex-
plained.— By Kathy Parker

Wind OfThe North  The petting choice in the race
will undoubtedly be B.B.S. Sugarlight, a Norwegian-trained
horse and thus the hometown favorite as well. He was the win-
ner of Sweden’s OlympicTrot in late April and the fifth-place fin-
isher in the Elitlopp final. He is known for his tremendous gate
speed and will be expected to be a strong starter from post 4.

Mosaique Face, the runner-up to winner MagicTonight in
the Elitlopp, will start in the second tier in post 10. He will
be driven by Adrian Kolgjini, the son of trainer Lufti Kolgjini,
because the elder Kolgjini received a fine and suspension
for inappropriate use of the whip in the Elitlopp.

One new name to the Scandinavian classics isTrebol, who
has been racing in France. He was born on the Spanish is-
land of Mallorca.

Meanwhile, Elitlopp champion MagicTonight arrived in the
U.S. on Wednesday, accompanied by the 5-year-old mare
D’One (Donato Hanover-Giant Diablo). Both are trained by
Roger Walmann and slated to compete in the John Cash-
man Memorial Trot at the Meadowlands.

In other racing news from Scandinavia, at the Boden track
in Sweden on Saturday, 2013 Kentucky Futurity champion
and 2014 Allerage winner Creatine has a tough assignment
from post 8 in a field of veterans.

Creatine finished third in the Jamtlands Stora Pris on June
6, behind Chelsea Boko and El Mago Pellini, both of which he
will face again on Saturday, with Chelsea Boko drawing post
2. Also in the field is 2013 Elitlopp champion Nahar, now 10
years old, and the respected Panne de Moteur (Credit Win-
ner-Jalopy), who is making just his second start since he suf-
fered an injury after finishing second in last year’s Elitlopp.

ng Madefromlucky The Nichols, who reside in Burling-

in the Belmont ton, Ont., flew to New York on Friday
for the Belmont. Nichol, who originally purchased Made-
fromlucky as a 2 year old for $150,000, later sold a 60 per-
cent interest in the colt to Cheyenne Stables.
Madefromlucky took home $45,000 for his efforts in the Bel-
mont, which saw American Pharoah end the Triple Crown
drought that dated back to 1978 and Affirmed.

Madefromlucky is trained by Todd Pletcher, who had a sec-
ond Belmont starter in Materiality, who finished last in the
eight-horse field after challenging American Pharoah early
in the 1 1/2-mile contest. Some of Pletcher’s horses had
come up sick recently, and Nichol said both Madefromlucky
and Materiality showed sickness afterward.

“At least you got to race against the top horse and it was a
great experience,” said Nichol. “It's unfortunate (the sick-
ness) but it was very exciting and there were a lot of people
there. It was crazy.”

While Nichol is known in harness racing circles for his inter-
ests in the 2007 Little Brown Jug and North America Cup
champTell All, the 2011 Breeders Crown 3-Year-Old Filly Trot
winner Monkey On My Wheel, and 2012 Maple LeafTrot victor
Mister Herbie, his first horse was aThoroughbred.That was a
claimer named Pony Boy, who raced in Canada in the mid-
1980s. He recently purchased another 2-year-old Thorough-
bred, who has been turned out at a Kentucky farm for the year.

“He raced up in Alberta, in something like $10,000 claimers,’
said Nichol of Pony Boy. “That was a long time ago.”

Nichol was unsure of when Madefromlucky would next race.

“I would say that when he gets over this little virus, but
hopefully it will be in the next four or five weeks,” he said.
“You could tell (he was sick) because when he broke his
maiden at Gulfstream Park in Florida...and in the Peter Pan
at Belmont he was so full of himself it took two grooms to
hold him because he gets so excited. But on Saturday, be-
fore they even saddled him up he was very, very calm.

“l was hoping to be third or fourth in there. | wasn't ex-
pecting to win it, not with a horse like American Pharoah in
there. At least we can say we were second to him (in the
Rebel Stakes at Oaklawn Park).”

With Madefromlucky on the shelf for a few weeks, Nichol
can now turn his attention to his 2015 North America Cup
hopeful Arque Hanover.

“That's the next one now,” said Nichol. “He raced big at
Yonkers (in the Art Rooney final May 30 atYonkers). He was
first-over and still raced good and finished fourth (beaten 1
1/2 lengths).” — By Gordon Waterstone

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Cambest p, 1:46.1 dies at age 27

Cambest, the fastest Standardbred of all time with a mark
of 1:46.1, died Wednesday, June 10, at Walnut Hall Ltd. In
Lexington, Ky. He was 27.

In his four-year racing career, Cambest earned $1,444,835.
He achieved his world-record recognition at age five in a
time trial on Aug. 16, 1993, at Springfield, Ill., pacing to the
all-time standard with Bill O’'Donnell driving for trainer Fred
Grant. As the fastest pacer of all-time now for 22 years, only
Dan Patch has solely held the title longer than Cambest.

Retired to stud at Walnut Hall Ltd. at six, Cambest to date
has progeny earnings of $134,485,044, placing him seventh
on the all-time pacing sires list. He is the sire of 596 per-
formers in 1:55, ranking him fourth on that all-time list.

With a mark of 1:47.3 and earnings of $2,141,661, Lis Mara
is both Cambest’s fastest and richest progeny. Cambest has
produced eight millionaires, including Camotion
($1,778,468) and Blissfull Hall ($1,468,648), one of only 10
pacing Triple Crown champions, doing so in 1999.Tied for
second on Cambest’s list of fast performers are Color Me
Best and Eaton Road Kill, with marks of 1:48.

Cambest will be laid to rest in the Walnut Hall cemetery
beside the graves of Scotland, Volomite, and Garland Lo-
bell. (with files from Walnut Hall Ltd.)

In The Arsenal Makes First
Canadian Start In NA Cup

Making his first start on Canadian soil in the second
$50,000 North America Cup elimination on Saturday night
at Mohawk Racetrack, InThe Arsenal will be looking to ex-
tend his sophomore win streak after going three-for-three to
start his campaign.

In his first start of 2015, the American Ideal colt captured a
New York Sires Stakes event in a tidy 1:50 before finishing
on top in both his Art Rooney elimination and the $300,000
final. Choosing to forego the Somebeachsomewhere at Mo-
hawk on June 6, trainer Kelvin Harrison believes he is good
and fresh going into the eliminations.

“He's a little more mature as a 3 year old,” said Harrison.
“He didn’t grow much but he is a lot smarter than he was
last year. | didn't feel it was necessary to send him to the
‘Somebeach.” He raced three weeks in a row and | wanted
him to get some rest before the North America Cup.”

InThe Arsenal’s freshman campaign saw a 6-1-1 record in
11 starts, banking just shy of $400,000. Owned by White
Birch Farm and InThe Arsenal Racing, he took a mark of
1:49.4 over Lexington in September before rounding out the
season with an impressive performance in the Breeders
Crown final, finishing second by a head to Traceur Hanover.

Though he picked up the lion’s share of the purse in the
Art Rooney final on May 30, a slight bobble at the wire gave

fans pause and nearly cost him the race. Fortunately, Harri-
son believes this nothing to show concern over.

The 3 year old will start from post position seven with
Brian Sears driving and is one of only two horses in his
elimination field to bypass the Somebeachsomewhere. He
will face off against division winner Dude’s The Man, who
won handily in his ‘Beach’ division for Corey Callahan in
1:50.3, to his outside in post position eight.

The field also includes Bob Mclntosh trainee Go Daddy
Go, who rallied to finish a strong second in his division
after starting from the 10 hole. Pennsylvania invader Allbeef
N Nobull and The Wayfaring Man are likely to find them-
selves in the mix as well, posing a challenge for Harrison’s
trainee.

For his career, Betting Exchange has won three of 11 races
and earned $168,188. His victories include two divisions of
the New York Sire Stakes and a division of the Historic-

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Former Harness Publicist Russell Rice Dies

Russell Rice, a longtime Lexington journalist and sports in-
formation director who moonlighted as publicity director at
The Red Mile and Louisville Downs in the 1970s, died May
29 in Ormond Beach, Fla. He was 90.

Mr. Rice was perhaps best known in Kentucky for his
books about University of Kentucky sports, especially bas-
ketball and its legendary coaches Adolf Rupp and Joe B.
Hall. Mr. Rice served as Sports Information Director for the
University of Kentucky from 1968-1987 and knew both
coaches well from his time in that position.

In addition to handling publicity work for The Red Mile
and Louisville Downs, Mr. Rice also served as public re-
lations director for the Kentucky Harness Racing Com-
mission.

In 1951, Mr. Rice married Doris Thacker. During the 1980s
Mrs. Rice handled group parties atThe Red Mile. She died
in August 2005 after suffering from Alzheimer’s.

Mr. Rice is survived by his son, Rusty (Irene), a former
associate editor of The Horseman And Fair World maga-
zine; daughters Sandy Gardiner, Judy Covington and Kim-
berly Stevens; six granddaughters; one grandson; five
great-grandchildren; two brothers and many nieces and
nephews, among them well-known horse racing commen-
tator Kenny Rice.

Horseman Lee Broglio Dies At 90

Horseman Eliogio “Lee” Broglio, best known for training
Slapstick, Big Towner, Kala Lobell, Cunning Bunny and Dart
Hanover, died early Thursday morning (June 11) at his home
in West Palm Beach, Fla. He was 90.

A native of New York, N.Y., Mr. Broglio got his start in
harness racing in 1948 when he bought and trained his
first horse. He became interested in the sport through
his father, Frank, who presented his son with one of his
Standardbred yearlings as a Christmas present. Young
Lee learned to line drive a young horse and turned him
over to Warren Dennis to train, but the horse never made
it to the races. In the years before he went out on his
own as a trainer he also hired Ben Steall to race and
train his horses.

Mr. Broglio’s father was an immigrant from lItaly, arriv-
ing at Ellis Island in 1919, and the Broglio family lived
for many years in a predominantly Italian neighborhood
in New York. In 1932, the depth of the Depression years,
his father boldly moved the family to Manhasset, Long
Island.

Music, dancing and sports were a big part of his life.
He was graduated from Amhurst College in Massachu-
setts and then was in the Army Air Corps and became a
pilot. Instead of an overseas deployment, he was dis-
patched to Laurenburg-Maxton Air Base in North Car-

olina to serve as a flight instructor and remained there
until V-J Day.

Although he applied to Pan Am to become a commercial
airline pilot, Mr. Broglio chose to follow his father into the
restaurant business. He worked with his father at Plan-
dome Garden and then in 1946 they opened the Swan
Club, where a big dance band was one of the featured at-
tractions. After a 13-month war with unions, the Broglios
sold the Swan Club.

In a book about his life written largely for the benefit of his
grandchildren, titled “How | RanThe Race,” Mr. Broglio
noted that when the Swan Club was sold, “l went from the
restaurant business right into the horse business, another
seven-day-a-week job.”

Mr. Broglio’s earliest notables included the tough-as-
nails Big Towner and the free-for-all trotter Dartmouth,
who won the 1971 American Trotting Championship. By
the mid-1970s, he was training a stable of almost 120
horses.

In 1980, one of Mr. Broglio’s clients, Harold Schwartz,
wanted to launch a public offering and founded Standard-
bred Trotters and Pacers Inc., which was traded on the NAS-
DAQ.The enterprise leased a farm in Lexington, Ky.,
purchased 50 broodmares, and formed 16 limited partner-
ships with about 120 owners.

Slapstick won the 1980 Fox Stakes for Mr. Broglio;
Grade One captured the 1985 Woodrow Wilson, worth
$1.3 million; Kala Lobell won the 1982 Sweetheart Pace,
worth $723,250; and Cunning Bunny took the 1983 New
Jersey Sires Stakes final.

Since Mr. Broglio had never managed a horse farm, he
hired Schare Adams. Adams, who now operates Saga
Farm, worked for Standardbred Trotters & Pacers from
1980-1988.

“Working for Lee was something special,” said Adams.
“He was a great horseman, but he also knew how to get
along with people—employees, employers, people from all
walks of life—and he knew about business too.”

With the horse business changing, and a diagnosis of
prostate cancer, Mr. Broglio retired as a trainer in Septem-
ber 1989.

During his retirement years Mr. Broglio and his wife,
Iseault, settled in West Palm Beach and became active as
fund-raisers for riding programs for handicapped children.
For many years he played either golf or tennis virtually
every day and had a weekly art lesson and painted regu-
larly. The couple also loved to travel, especially to Ireland,
Iseault’s homeland. Mr. Broglio also coached Little League
baseball and soccer.
