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before Crown eliminations. They questioned why the race

couldn’t have been held the first Sunday of the meet. 

“The Futurity is the last day of the meet. Period,” said

George Segal, a partner in the Lexington Trots Breeders As-

sociation LLC (LTBA LLC), which operates The Red Mile. “We

were certainly aware of the scheduling. Pocono wanted the

Breeders Crown right after we had Lexington. How many

years has the Grand Circuit been held at Lexington? This is

the 121st Futurity. We have these two weeks every year.

“Yes, I know that someone will say, ‘Well, you moved the

Futurity before and had it the first week,’” Segal continued.

“Well, we found out that did not work best for the racing

handle and the sale. One thing that helps the sale is having

the last night of the sale the night before the Futurity. Some

may also not like night racing the first week, but night rac-

ing has worked very well. It has been great for us from a

handle standpoint.”

Segal said every single revenue stream is critical for the

LTBA LLC operation.

“The sale is one of our major revenue streams. By merging

the two Lexington sales (in 2005), we helped the buyers, but

we (LTBA LLC) don’t receive all of the revenues. We still share

those revenues with Kentucky Standardbred (Sale Com-

pany),“ explained Segal. “Obviously, the revenues have been

hurt by the fact that the sales revenues have been down, and

the number of horses we’re selling has been down.”

Segal said the LTBA LLC partners  are committed to “tak-

ing care of the tradition” of racing at The Red Mile, and

hopeful for the future.

A case currently before the Kentucky Supreme Court could

pave the way for The Red Mile to offer Instant Racing, gam-

ing based on the outcome of races already contested. Two

racetracks in the state, Kentucky Downs and Ellis Park, have

already been taking play on Instant Racing even though

their legality is being challenged in court. 

Last month Kentucky Downs offered a five-day boutique

meet that distributed $4.1 million in purses for a daily aver-

age of $824,228. The track said more than 70 percent of the

total purses was derived from wagering on historical

races.—By Kathy Parker

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The Sale Scene
While yearling shoppers are serious at sales, they also ap-

preciate unusual horses and/or horse tales. Here are a few

horses to look for in the flesh, and pedigrees worth perusing.

Hip 101, selling on Tuesday night, is a chestnut-colored colt

by Somebeachsomewhere. Chestnut-colored Standardbreds

are rare, and this might be the only one by Somebeach-

somewhere. Appropriately named Pardon The Red, this colt

is a half brother to I Fought Dalaw p,3, 1:49.3f, Western Glory

p, 1:49.4 and the notable fillies Racing Star, Eternity’s Delight

and Sir Jillian Z Tam. The colt was bred by White Birch Farm

and is in the Preferred Equine Marketing consignment.

Hip 313, selling on Thursday night, is a colt by Dragon

Again out of the Western Hanover mare Armbro Wichita.

So what’s the big deal? Because this colt is by Dragon

Again and Armbro Wichita is out of Bruce’s Lady, the

broodmare Sandy’s Sable shows up on the top and bottom

of his pedigree—on the top, as the dam of Dragon’s Lair,

and on the bottom Sandy’s Sable is the granddam of Arm-

bro Wichita. The colt, named The Wayfaring Man, was bred

by 98 Degree Farm (Ohio State Racing Commission chair-

man Robert Schmitz and Kathryn Kerg) and Midland Acres.

Hip 365 is another gray horse from Spring Haven Farm. The

colt’s dam, I’ve Got The Life, was gray, as was her dam, Pri-

vate Affair, and her granddam, the famous gray mare White

Ruffles.

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Soderberg On Compromising,

And Yearling Videos

In September, The Horseman And Fair World, the sister

publication of HarnessRacing Weekend Preview, published

an interview with well-known bloodstock agent Perry Soder-

berg about yearling selection. Below are a couple of ex-

cerpts from the interview. Soderberg’s clients include

Jimmy Takter, Brittany Farms, and Marvin Katz and Al

Libfeld. He also is the owner of the 2-year-old stakes winner

Western Vintage, who won a Bluegrass Stakes at The Red

Mile Saturday night in 1:49.3. Soderberg bought Western

Vintage at auction for just $7,000.

For the yearling buyer who can’t always chase the horse he

likes best because of price, what do you compromise on

first—pedigree or physique/conformation?

SODERBERG: I am a conformation freak, so I would probably

compromise a bit of pedigree first. It is important that I really

like the individual, the way he moves and his attitude. But I

would have to say something in the pedigree to lean on, or

I’ll wait for a horse. When you look for a yearling in the lower

price ranges, you probably have to compromise a little bit on

both. I haven’t changed on this during the years, and even

Soren Nordin had a similar view. Pedigree can give you class

to reach Grand Circuit level, but you have to judge what con-

formation faults a horse most likely can live with.

Do you think yearling videos are valuable tools?

SODERBERG: Absolutely! I watch over 1,000 of them every

year, many of them two or three times, and I need them. A

breeder will naturally present the best possible video of their

yearling; it is a marketing tool. But I can see a lot of things

that I look for in a horse and I can still see things that I don’t

want in a horse. But I like to see them move in the field; that

is more important to me. I estimate that videos are responsi-

ble for about 15 percent of my decision, on average.
